Equipment Requirements
Each player will be required to have the following equipment:

1. In-line roller blades – hockey style skates, available for purchase at Dicks, Dunhams, or hockey stores / pro-shops
2. Hockey helmet with cage and mouthpiece

3. Shin pads & elbow pads
4. Hockey gloves

5. A good quality wood, fiberglass, or composite hockey stick (plastic blade “street hockey” sticks are not permitted)
6. In-line hockey pants –these loose-fitting which covers shin pad equipment while giving players the room to skate
7. Padded inline shirt / padded inline shorts - optional . 
* Please note that failure to have the proper equipment during games will result in player being disqualified for play in a game, which is at the discretion of game officials.
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Jerseys
PIRHL league requires each player to have 2 jerseys to prevent conflicting colors during games.  West A Inline’s primary jersey is black and also uses a grey “second” jersey.  New players to WAIH for the 2011/2012 season will need to purchase both jerseys (total cost - $110).  New players participating in spring 2011 season will need to purchase a black jersey ($55).

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Practices
WAIH purchases practice time at the RMU Island Sports Complex or Bridgeville Rollerplex in 1 hour increments and each team will be scheduled for regular practice time (projected at 1 time/week).  Days of the week and times will be determined by the WAIH.  Practice represents to best chance for player development and attendance is strongly recommended. 
Games / Season
Inline Hockey games are played at 4 locations during the season (with 1-3 new add’l rinks being added this season)
1. The RMU Island Sports Complex - Neville Island

3. Bridgeville Rollerplex
2. Bladerunners – Harmarville 



4. Hot Shots Sport Arena – Mt. Pleasant PA
The season will begin in October and run through February.  Each team will be scheduled for 16 games plus at least 1 playoff game at the end of the season.  Most weeks, teams will play 1 time per week and possibly a 2nd game depending on the number of teams in each division. Games are held on Saturdays & Sundays with game times starting as early at 8:00am and running throughout the day. Each games lasts 1 hour with games consisting of 3-15 minute periods with a running clock.  
AAU Membership
The primary benefit of belonging to the Amateur Athletic Union (AAU) is the additional injury insurance benefits provided to all players for a very low annual cost of around $16.  This membership is a requirement of the PIRHL and the rinks where WAIH plays inline hockey.  AAU membership runs annually from Sept 1st through August 30th.  The AAU will provide a specific membership code to WAIH which will be provided to all players, along with directions and suggested timing to sign-up.  The AAU will verify all WAIH player memberships which must be provided to the PIRHL by team coaches.

PIRHL (Pennsylvania Interscholastic Roller Hockey League)

West Allegheny Inline Hockey plays as a member of PIRHL, the governing body for inline hockey in Western Pennsylvania.  PIRHL provides certified officials for all games, keeps and posts player scores, and places teams into divisions (ie: High School, JV, Middle School, Elementary) and Tiers (I, II, III) with the goal of making the games competitive and safe for all players.  PIRHL also develops all schedules and game locations.
Nearly 130 teams participated in PIRHL last season (including 8 West A Teams) with Teams from Seneca Valley, North Allegheny, Shaler, North Hills, Canon McMillan, Baldwin, Montour and other schools.
